Please register for this event through the online registration form. As the number of participants is limited to 50, we advise you to register as soon as possible but in any case before 20 April 2015. 

Travel: The most convenient airport for arriving from abroad is Thessaloniki Airport. From the Airport of Thessaloniki a shuttle service organized by the Grasslands Networking Group will leave from Thessaloniki airport (Macedonia it is called) at 17.00 in the evening of Thursday 28 May. The shuttle will arrive around 21.00 in Prespa. Departure from Prespa is organized on Sunday 31 of May at 09.00 in the morning with the shuttle arriving in the airport at 13.00.

Accommodation: We are currently in the process of negotiating deals with hotels near the venue. Rough estimates are that accommodation will be around 40-50 euros/night with breakfast for a double room and 25-30 euros/night with breakfast for a single room. Lunches are covered by the organisers and supporters. For dinner estimation is 10 euros/person/day (without drinks). Further details will be communicated as soon these are available.

Costs – The costs of participation - shuttle service between Thessaloniki Makedonia International Airport and Prespa and vice versa; venue, excursions, coffee breaks, lunches and one group dinner - are kindly covered by the Municipality of Prespa, the Prespa National Forest Management Body and the European Commission. Participants should cover their own travel expenses to and from their homes to Thessaloniki Makedonia International Airport, hotel accommodation (see above), two dinners and additional beverages.
